	From my letter to all Commonwealth Politicians (226 of them):

3. In Queensland, The Office of Fair Trading’s legal advice agreed with a veteran complainant who alleged that “historical researchers” were required to be licensed as “Private Investigators”. The Queensland Government put the complaint on hold, amended the legislation and then avoided prosecuting the “historical researcher”. The OFT dragged the simple complaint out for 2 years so the complaint issues would be 'too old'.  Most Government regulators will not look at private complaints over 12 months old.




It is signed by Dianne McFarlane (? Signature – not sure of spelling) as an agent for Helen Couper, Director, Complaints Services, Queensland Crime and Misconduct Commission. Legally it emanates from the Director Helen Couper.
There seems to be an approach shared with the Commonwealth Government that if you get beaten on the legislation as it exists at any given time you change the legislation.

I’ve included my analysis of the letter of 25 October 2007 to Grahame Wheeler from Anthony Johnson, Executive Manager, Compliance Division, Office of Fair Trading. It is an incompetent reply that lacks integrity. There are obvious indications of conspiracy with unnamed officers of DVA (or the Repatriation Commission) which require genuine investigation by an appropriate Queensland Agency. Normally one would expect this to be the Queensland Crime and Misconduct Commission but if the OFT reply is incompetent and lacks integrity then so does the CMC letter.

It is abundantly clear that they have one set of rules for breaches by citizens against the government and another set of rules for breaches by the government against citizens.
