I’m making a formal request that you forward the attached documents to the Australian Federal Police Commissioner for investigation and prosecution.

The “Criminal Breaches” document provides the essential detail and the other documents provide supporting information.

People who should be investigated include:

1. The authors (and signatories) of the two Departmental Instructions

2. Personnel within the Repatriation Commission and associated entities who had governance responsibilities to refer for prosecution (or have the DIs countermanded) the authors who were “aiding and abetting” the commission of criminal offences.

3. Decision makers (Delegates of the Repatriation Commission etc) who followed the Departmental Instructions. 

I also formally request that you give written directions to the Commissioner with respect to ensuring these matters are investigated.
