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	· Australia’s Veterans are part of a brotherhood, and a sisterhood, that extends from before the Boer War through to the present. 

· The brotherhood, and sisterhood, will extend into the future.

· During those conflicts over 300,000 Australians have been either killed or wounded in action. 

· Many more have suffered from war caused disabilities after the cessation of hostilities.

· Australia’s Veterans have made their sacrifices in the cause of the “Preservation of Democracy”. 

· An integral part of Democracy is the “Court System”. 

· The essence of the “Court System” is that in cases of dispute the matters in dispute come before a court. 

· In accordance with its rules the courts allow both sides to put their case, they consider the information, and then they reach a decision.

· Having sacrificed so much, Veterans have an inalienable right to have disputes reach the courts, so that just decisions can be made. 

· If rules or regulations are going to prevent these matters getting into court, then these rules need to be changed. 

· Neither should cost be a barrier.
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
