Whilst the detail of these matters is complex the basic principles are simple.

Essentially the Australian Government is cheating on many veterans by:

· The Repatriation Commission (which includes DVA) incorrectly applying the rules

· The Repatriation Commission acting dishonestly

· The Repatriation Commission training its staff

· The Repatriation Commission training the veterans’ advocates

· Checks and balances not detecting the anomalies

· Flawed governance where dishonest conduct is not prosecuted

The only way to get a correct understanding of the issues is to go back to the basics and work forward from there, a not inconsiderable task given the size of the legislation and the volume of case law.

Hopefully the work I have done can ease this process.
